Canoe Designs at Quiet Canoes!

There is no such thing as a perfect all-around canoe. Every canoe is a combination of compromises, for
instance, increasing turnability will decrease tracking. A fast solo canoe is a dog for heavily loaded touring.
The more you know about how you are going to use the canoe, the closer we can match a design to meet
your needs and desires.

Here are some of the designs that we have built or have helped build. If you see a design here that you
like, we can either build it for you or help you build it. If you don't see what you are looking for, then we
can design a canoe especially for you. If there is an existing design (from someone else) that you like,
then we will attempt the get permission to utilize that design.

Everything else being equal, longer canoes have less water resistance and greater capacity.

Width
The wider the canoe, the more stable, the slower, and the further outboard you have to reach to perform
paddle strokes.

Design Capacity
This is not the maximum capacity of the canoe. The design capacity is a point at which the canoe will
perform well with reasonable freeboard (generally around 5 inches).

Stability Factor

This is just a relative rating (comparison between these canoes) of primary stability. As a whole, the
rounder the bottom of the canoe, the lower the primary stability, but the higher the canoe’s performance
(speed, wave tolerance...).

For this list, a rating of "1” is the most stable while a rating of “4” is the least stable.

Rocker

When the canoe is setting on the ground, rocker is how high the keel line raises up. Where the
measurement is taken varies between canoe manufacturer/designers. I measure about 90% the distance
from the center of the canoe to the end.
